If the 

Dean is satisfied that the student was prevented from appearing in the examination for 

valid reasons he may direct the teacher to hold a special make-up examination of the 

student and endorse a copy of the order to the Registrar for being recorded in the 

student’s personal file in the University.

4.9  Representation for re-checking

the Registrar explaining the circumstances and mentioning the correct grade.  The Registrar shall, 

thereupon, issue a revised semester report.  Such corrections shall normally be reported to the 

Registrar within 7 days of the declaration of the result. 

5.0 Role of Head of Division and Registrar 

5.1 The Head of the Division concerned shall ensure that each instructor actually completes the 

entire course that he has to teach during the semester and shall send a report to the Dean that he 

has satisfied himself about it. 

5.2 To ensure that requirements for the award of a degree have been completed by a student, the 

Registrar shall keep a record of the courses completed by students.
